WHERE IS IT?

Whitstable - Reception, and changing facilities, will be at the Scout Hut  (Map Ref: TR110670).  

WHAT HAPPENS THERE?

There are 3 sessions during the day when you can choose from a variety of activities.  Provisionally these include: Powerboating; Kayaking; Sailing (in a variety of craft including single handed Toppers, 2-5 people dinghies); Windsurfing; Snorkelling; & Sub-Aqua. 
(Sub Aqua is subject to satisfactory health – An additional health questionnaire, supplied with the joining instructions, will need to be completed and brought with you).
The emphasis will be on fun & enjoyment but everyone will be well supervised & safety cover is provided at all times. If weather conditions prevent activities taking place on the water for safety reasons, an alternative land based programme will be provided. No refunds can be provided.
